Today’s offertory hymn allows for an explanation of how secular music may 
be conducive to the sacred space in which we worship each week. The hymn 
“I Heard the Voice of Jesus” set to the melody KINGSFOLD is a much-
beloved tune and text, and the tune itself comes from an old (possibly even 
medieval) folk tune that accompanied numerous texts in England and 
Ireland. The composer Ralph Vaughan Williams heard this tune while in 
Kingsfold, Sussex (hence the name), and attached the text of Horatius 
Bonar’s hymn “I Heard the Voice of Jesus…” with the melody. Even 
though this is a secular folk-tune in origin, the tune is very strongly 
associated with the sacred text, and it would likely not draw peoples’ minds 

to any secular influence that may remain with the tune at this point. Our 
Catechism says that the Church “integrates and sanctifies elements from 
creation and human culture, conferring on them the dignity of signs of 
grace, of the new creation in Jesus Christ.” (CCC 1147) So, can a secular 
folk-tune be ‘integrated’ into use for divine worship? Absolutely! This must 
be done with careful study and consideration, and is not a permission to 
allow all types of music in. Rather, the sacred dignity of the liturgy is 
conferred upon a secular creation, giving it a purification of sorts from its 
past context to be a ‘new creation’ singing the praises of Jesus Christ in his 
church.
