“O God, Our Help in Ages Past” is defined as a ‘metrical paraphrase’ of
Psalm 90: 1-5. A ‘metrical paraphrase’ means that a hymn-writer has taken
the scriptural text and used metrical syllabification to modify the words so
that they fit in a specific metered pattern. By doing this, a variety of hymn
tunes may be utilized to sing the text in an intelligible way. If you have read
my column for awhile, I’'ve written on the subject of hymn & meter a few
different times, but I never tire of explaining it, so do feel free to ask! If you
are unsure about how this all works, the great British composer Ralph

more clearly. His composition, “Lord, thou bast been our refuge” brilliantly
brings this metrical hymn, and the original scripture passage together in a
stunning composition.
