This week, on May 13, the Church celebrates
the feast of Our Lady of Fatima!l This
remembrance of the apparition of Our Lady
to the shepherd children, Francisco, Jacinta,
and Lucia, gives us hope and reassurance about
the capacity of children to know, love, and
serve the Lotd!

We adults often assume that the deep truths of
our faith are too much for children. The
appearance of Mary to 10, 9, and 7 year olds,
entrusting to them visions and instructions to
pray the Rosary and fast for the conversion of
sinners, tells us otherwise. Here are some
simple ways to celebrate this feast at home:

o Tell the story. Sit down with your children
and recount the apparition.

o Pray the Rosary together. Our Lady's most
specific request at Fatima was just this!

o Offer a small sacrifice. Invite your children
to offer something small with you for the
conversion of sinners.

e Pray the Fatima prayer at the end of each
decade: "O my Jesus, forgive us out sins,
save us from the fires of hell, lead all souls
to heaven, especially those in most need of
thy mercy."

A Holy Helper itn a Hymn

Patrick McGuire, Director of Music

In 1623, a hymn tune was published by the
renowned composer Orlando Gibbons within
a hymnal of George Withers” personal
selection.

Originally, it was written for a text from Song
of Songs, and had more notes to sing which
made it more suitable for solo singing. This
simplified version we have now carries the text
of another British hymn-writer and poet,
Samuel Longfellow. He was the lesser known
Longfellow poet, as his brother Henry
Wadsworth Longfellow was the more famous
of the two. This text of Samuel’s has been in
hymnals since 1864 and continues to nourish
congregations from numerous denominations
with the gifts of the Holy Spirit.

Today’s Gospel and communion antiphon
echoes the words of Jesus: “If you love me,
you will keep my commandments. And I will
ask the Father, and he will give you another
Advocate to be with you always, the Spirit of
truth...” (Jn 14: 15-16) So this offertory hymn
seemed a fitting selection to pair with the texts
about the Holy Spirit as our guide and
“Advocate” in our earthly pilgrimage, wherein
we seek to live in accordance with God’s
commandments.
