Eternal rest grant unto them, O Lord, and let
perpetual light shine upon them.

‘Happy Birthday to the Church!’ Today we
celebrate Pentecost, the day the disciples were
sent on mission to the world, having the Holy
Spirit breathed upon them by Christ himself:
“As the Father has sent me, so I send you.” (Jn
20: 21) 

This solemnity marks the end of  the Easter
season, and with it, we sing one of  the great
and ancient ‘Sequence Hymns’ of  the Church.
You may recall singing the “Victimae
Paschali Laudes,” or “Christians to the
Paschal Victim” Sequence Hymn on Easter
Sunday (and throughout the octave!). Just as we
begin Easter by singing a sequence, we close
the Easter season in the same way with “Veni,
Sancte Spiritus,” or “Come, Holy Spirit.” This
hymn originated sometime in the 13th century,
possibly written by Pope Innocent III. It
garnered the nickname, “Golden Sequence”
because it stood out amongst hundreds of
Sequence Hymns once in circulation
throughout the Catholic Church.

It is a great sacred poem filled with beautiful
imagery of  The Holy Spirit who offers us the
‘sevenfold gift’ of: Wisdom, Understanding,
Counsel, Fortitude, Knowledge, Piety, and Fear
of  the Lord. If  you have been around for one
of  Bishop Folda’s confirmation Masses in the
past few years, you surely remember his
delightful homily as he walked around quizzing
the children on these gifts they were about to
receive. What a gift indeed!

To date, Sts. Anne & Joachim parishioners have
donated $198,804.06 to the God’s Gift Appeal
which is 89% of  the parish goal of
$267,228.22. If  you haven’t made your
donation, there is still time!
