June 2nd – Corpus Christi Sunday 

Corpus Christi Sunday is an important day in the liturgical year 

for us, especially as we in the United States are engaged in a 

Eucharistic Revival. Right now around the country, there are 

pilgrims walking with Jesus, carrying a monstrance on their way 

via 4 separate routes to Indianapolis for the National Eucharistic 

Revival. A week ago on Trinity Sunday, I read this from the 

official “National Eucharistic Revival” Facebook profile: 

“Revival is not something we do. It’s God stirring up the hearts of 

his people. It’s the Holy Spirit kindling the fires of his love by 

leading us back to the gift of Jesus in the Eucharist so that we can 

dwell more securely in the Father’s heart. The movement of 

revival is innately trinitarian.” This spoke to me because a large 

part of my role here is to provide music that amplifies the 

message of the liturgy and properly catechizes the faithful who 

attend Mass at Sts. Anne & Joachim. This catechesis cannot take 

place without the presence of God within us who calls upon our 

hearts and minds, empowering us to sing his praises. The things 

we sing repeatedly will start to take root in our hearts the further 

we engage with it. As always, the key is how much we engage 

with what we are given. With that in mind, do yourself a favor 

and stick around/come back for the Eucharistic Procession 

following the 9:15am Mass, and sing a few more eucharistic 

Do you know anyone who might be 

interested in learning more about the 

Catholic Faith?
