McChoir’s             Corner 

 

“Turn your eyes, O God, our shield; and look on the face of 
your anointed one; one day within your courts is better than a 

thousand elsewhere.” (Entrance Antiphon, Psalm 84) This 
beautiful excerpt from Psalm 84 is intended to accompany the 

procession today, reminding us to keep close to Christ and 
allow him to be our protector, abiding with him in his heavenly 
court. To pair with this, we sang “Soul of My Savior,” which 
gives reference to Jesus’ passion and sacrificial offering of his 
body: “Strength and protection may thy Passion be; O Blessed 

Jesus, hear and answer me; Deep in thy wounds, Lord, hide and 
shelter me; so shall I never, never part from thee.” (Verse 2) As 
we journey through the ‘Bread of Life’ discourse in the Gospel, 
this is a fitting reminder of how Jesus’ sacrifice of his flesh is 
the saving action that we partake of at Mass. As Catholics, we 
believe in the real presence of Jesus in the Eucharist, and in the 
saving power of his sacrifice for our sins. It is through Christ’s 
saving work that we can pray, “Lead me from night to never 

ending day. Fill all the world with love and grace divine, And 
glory, laud, and praise be ever thine.”(Verse 3)
