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McChoir’s             Corner 

 
Today’s opening hymn is a powerful text with a powerful tune—“At 
the Name of Jesus” paired with the KING’S WESTON melody. 
Sometimes we hear music like this that is in minor mode and conclude 
that the music is ‘sad.’ That’s a reflection of our cultural climate 
around music today; so much of what we listen to is characterized as 
‘happy’ or ‘sad.’ This really doesn’t do justice to the musical features 
present here, nor does a simple ‘happy vs. sad’ assessment work in 
almost any musical arena. In college, I studied a new(er) strain of 
music theory called “Topic Theory.” In a nutshell, this is the study of 
‘why music makes you feel different things.’ Topic Theory studies 
what musical features create different emotional affects, or analyzes 
musical patterns to define associations with different cultures & styles, 
as well as a myriad of other musical ideas. I loved studying music this 
way, because I like clarity and definition, and there is too much 
subjective opinion out there on music! (I suppose that’s a subjective 
opinion too…) Using what I know of music and topic theory, some 
adjectives I would use to describe this melody are: powerful, majestic, 
triumphant, open, flowing, broad, and warm. It is a wonderful 
marriage of text & tune to accentuate the message: Christ is King over 
all the world, his power and might reign eternally!  

Congratulations to our 2nd RCIA Class of 2024, who celebrated the Rite 

of Acceptance/Welcoming last Sunday. Please keep them in your prayers 

as they move forward discerning their call to be baptized and/or enter full 

communion, and be confirmed on Christ the King Sunday on November 

24, 2024.
