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Relationship Survey 
                
Relationship is key to life and faith.  At the core of our faith and at every step along the journey of life we find the importance 
of relationship.  The Trinity is a relationship, our life of prayer is most fundamentally a living relationship with the person of 
Jesus, we are brought into the world and grow up in the relationship of marriage and family, and we continue to live our lives 
of faith and find support in friendships and all kinds of human relationships.   
 
As a parish we are starting to explore a number of new opportunities for ways to reach out even more to our parishioners 
with new ministries and programs that will make an positive impact on all of our relationships.  As a part of this, I desire to 
study and implement various tools for outreach and ministry strategies to grow and draw more souls to Christ.  A focus on 
relationships includes looking at marriage and family life for sure, but also extends beyond the family to those who are 
discerning their vocations, those aspiring to marriage, those who are dating and engaged, and really includes looking at ways 
of deepening of our friendships.   

 
At this point we are just beginning to create a strategic plan to carry this out. So, you can expect to see some exciting new 
things here at the parish over the coming months, including: 

 Enhancing existing ministry and developing a new series of events and experiences that build up community and 
friendships within our church and with those in our community. 

 Using new forms of digital and mail outreach to invite people not already connected to our parish to our new ministry 
experiences. 

 Implementing new skills-based ministries that help people in all stages of romantic life –whether you’re single, dating, 
engaged or married – to strengthen their relationships. 

 

But, before we launch this new initiative, our first big step as clergy and parish staff is to understand the unique relationship 
needs of our parishioners. This will help us select the right events,  experiences, and ministries for the coming months and 
years. 

 
We’re inviting  everyone to help us!  On September 14-22, we will distribute an anonymous, mobile-based relationship health 
survey to everyone 18 or older at Masses. You will have an opportunity to complete the quick 3-minute survey on your 
smartphone during the homilies at all weekend Masses (paper surveys will be available). The questions in the survey were 
developed by academic experts in the field of relationship education and health studies.  

 
The greater survey participation, the better insights our team will have to craft an evangelization strategy to address felt 
needs of ALL our single, engaged, and married parishioners. Thank you!

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McChoir’s             Corner 

Our Catechism states that “the Psalter [Psalms] is the book in which The Word of 
God becomes man’s prayer… In him, the psalms continue to teach us how to 
pray.” (CCC 2587) I always try to be extra attentive to the presence of psalms in 
our Entrance, Offertory, and Communion antiphons, doing my best to match the 
hymn we sing to the psalm that the Church asks us to pray. Today’s Offertory 
Antiphon comes from Psalm 138:7 – “If I walk amid affliction, you will give me 
life, O Lord. You will stretch out your hand against the anger of my foes; your 
right hand has saved me.” Our offertory hymn to pair with this was the great 
Thomas Dorsey hymn, “Precious Lord, Take My Hand.” Dorsey was an early  
20th-century composer, and is often looked upon as the ‘Father of Black Gospel 
Music.’ He wrote this hymn after the tragic death of both his wife and infant child, 
seeking consolation from the Father through his passion for music. The healing he 
found in God was infused into his music, which now impacts countless others who 
have gone through hardship. We don’t like to dwell on tragedy, in fact, we often 
try to move on or bury the sorrow we feel with a blanket of joy and comfort, 
instead of being present to the grief we experience. This song gives a great 
example of allowing oneself to feel the authentic emotion of sorrow while reaching 
out to God, who will always “take my hand,” and give us peace.

The North Dakota Catholic Conference is shocked and greatly disturbed by the trial court’s radical decision to strike down North Dakota’s abortion law. 
 
The current law protects unborn children from abortion and provides exceptions for pregnant women facing death or serious health risks. The 
exceptions were drafted with input and approval from the state’s medical and hospital associations. The court has now thrown out this carefully 
balanced law with a decision that consists almost entirely of personal opinions and antiquated legal theories. 
 
North Dakotans should take notice of the radically extreme position advanced in this decision. The opinion, if upheld, would mean North Dakotans 
could not enact any reasonable limitations or regulations on abortions before viability. The decision would push North Dakota into a place it has 
never been before, where abortion on demand is allowed at any stage of pregnancy without exception. It throws out fifty years of common-sense 

pro-life legislation consistently supported by North Dakotans and embraces a position more radical and liberal than Roe v Wade itself. 

 

We pray that the North Dakota Supreme Court eventually rejects this decision. In the meantime, we urge all North Dakotans to continue working at 

making our state a sanctuary for life.
